
 

 

 
• Introduce yourself. Welcome students by name. 

Check in with them to see how they’re doing. 
• Ask students what the high point and/or low point of 

their week was.  
• Icebreaker: What is the longest thing you’ve ever 

had to memorize? Can you still remember any of it 
today?  

 
• Welcome everyone and say our three simple Loop 

rules: Respect your leaders. Respect each other. 
Respect the room. 

• Invite everyone to stand for worship. 

 
• Get students excited for this week’s episode of The 

Loop Show!  
Today, The Loop Show is responding to a question 
from a postcard sent in by a real fellow Loop student! 
Could it be yours? Let’s watch right now!    

 
• Recap teaching in one sentence. 
• Celebrate hands raised during the salvation video. 
• Show the spot where students can give their tithes 

and offerings. 
• Pray for tithes and offerings.  
• Say: When you follow Jesus, you’ll probably have 

some questions like, “Who is God? What is the Bible? 
Is all of this real?” Those are great questions, and we 
have a great book for you! It’s called: The Ultimate 
Guide to Your Greatest Adventure. If you want one, 
let us know, and we’ll get it in your hands today! 

• Transition to Activity.

What are some ways you can worship God during your 
normal week? 

 
• Locate Bibles in the room, look up the verse together, 

and talk about what’s the same and what’s different if 
it’s in a different translation. 

Romans 12:1 NIV Therefore, I urge you, brothers and 
sisters, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as a 
living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God—this is your true 
and proper worship. 
• What do you think the term “living sacrifice” does or 

doesn’t mean? 

 
• What stood out to you the most from today’s Loop 

Show? What’s one thing you learned? 
• Ask if anyone wants to share what they wrote on their 

word search as one way they love to worship God.  

• Why do you think God wants sincere worship? What do 
you think He feels when worship is insincere?  

• Some people like to go outside when they want to 
spend time with God. Why do you think that is? 

• This week: how can you remind yourself that everything 
you do can be an act of worship?  

 
Check in with your group. How are they doing? Anything 
they want to ask or thank God for? Pray together!

Enjoy it 
yourself and share it with your students so they can put 
God’s Word in their ears and heart today, too.

How to Play 

Say: Today, we’re learning the best way to worship God 
is to sincerely honor Him with everything you do, using 
the unique talents He gave you! Now, you’ll get to do a 
word search with lots of examples of ways to worship 
God people don’t often think about!  
1. Give each student a Worship Word Search activity 

sheet and something to write with. 

2. Read all the ways to worship found in the word bank 
of the Worship Word Search.  

3. Students circle the ways to worship when they find 
them hidden in the word search.  

4. Students write one way they can worship God in the 
space provided at the bottom of the sheet.  

5. Help students think through things they enjoy doing 
that they could use as worship! Thanking God for the 
way He made them, finding their own way of showing 
God how much He means to them, etc.  

6. Celebrate if any students are able to find all the 
hidden words before activity time is up!  

7. You can transition to small group discussion time 
while students complete the word search and think 
about their answer to the question on the sheet. 
Encourage them to take it home as a reminder of 
some of the ways we can live a life of worship! 
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
